Chairman Ross-Raymond called meeting to order at 5:30 PM.
REGULAR BUSINESS:

· Review and Approve Minutes 2/15/17 meeting.  Selectman Ballou moved to accept, Selectman Tucker seconded.  All voted in favor.
· Review Accounts Payable & Payroll registers. Select board moved and accepted.

John Herbert – Moderator – Town Meeting & Election Discussion:  Review of warrant articles and general discussion re: counters, voter ID, etc.  Reminder to Selectmen they must be at the polls at 11:00 AM and remain through to the end of the business meeting. · Selectman Ballou thanked Bill for alerting the Board about the gate being tampered with and locks broken on buildings.  From assessing the area there appears nothing was taken or vandalized. 
Cemetery Trustees Chandler and Minard– Maplewood Cemetery Trees Removal

There are two trees that need to be removed at Maplewood Cemetery.  Received two quotes for cutting, limbing, chipping brush and leaving wood for John Norton.

· Bill Patridge -  $2,700   Lee’s Tree Service  $1,200.  All feel the quote from Lee’s Tree Service is best choice.  We have done business with them previously and we just need to get an updated certificate of insurance.   Cemetery Trustees will be meeting next Tuesday – as they have one outstanding business who has not sent in quote and they gave the deadline of March 7th.  At this meeting trustees will finalize the process and make arrangements for when the work is to be done.
Steve Wheeler – Transfer Station:

· Discussion of 2016 HSW tonnage and how this may affect reimbursing Underhill for hauling to incinerator.  At present time Underhill is hauling to transfer station.  Discussion of if additional container is needed and having an area to store the container.  Wheeler will keep close watch of figures this year – before preparing 2018 budget figures.  Board and TS Operator will also keep Underhill in the loop of discussion.
· Wheeler did note that electronics cost has gone up to 30 cents a pound so may need to look at our fees for leaving electronics at the transfer station.  Paper revenue is improving as prices are going up.  He will monitor this area and keep Board updated.
· Louise Andrus notified the Selectmen’s Office that she will be handing out flyers at TS on Saturday re: school election.

Selectman Ross-Raymond will be touching base with Bickford to see where we should proceed from here.  
· TA Warren noted that the new Fire Truck is being built and in going through the paper work it was brought up that the old truck was put out to bid and was awarded to Phil Alton.  TA Warren will touch base with Mr. Alton about status and when he can take possession of the old vehicle.  

New Business: 

· TA Warren reported the 2016 Town Audit has been completed and all went well.  The auditors did suggest having a  Cash Receipt policy and TA Warren has drafted for BOS to review and will finalize the policy for next meeting.  Auditors also noted the fund balance is $370,000.

· Library Trustees ordered and will have installed a new side door – no cost to town.  

· Selectman Ross-Raymond noted that the legislature passed the Senate Bill 12-FN:  repealing the licensing requirement for carrying a concealed pistol or revolver.  Governor signed and it is now a law.  Permits are still an option and may be necessary if crossing state lines.
